Effective September 1, 2017,
SB 539 changed the Texas
ADR Code (Civil Practice &
Remedies Code), Section
154.052(b) to include “a
minimum of four hours of
family violence dynamics
training developed in
consultation with a statewide
family violence advocacy
organization.”

Current family mediators are
“not required to comply with
the requirements imposed by
that section, as amended by
this Act, until January 1,
2018.”
